NortEes FrRom THE DIRECTOR

Exploring the father/daughter dynamic has always held great
interest to me, probably because my own relationship with my
father was complicated, to say the least. It's why | gravitated
towards / Ought to Be in Pictures (which | directed in 2022) and
surely the first theme that drew me to Lone Star Spirits. However,
the deeper we got into rehearsals, other questions started popping
up. What constitutes the idea of family? Can you choose family
or must you be born into it? And what about community? What
defines a community? What defines the idea of “home?” Why do
some feel the pull to leave and explore, while others choose to stay
and strengthen their ties to their roots? What are our opinions of
each choice? It's easy to generalize, to buy into stereotypes: the one
that got away, the one stuck in the “glory days.” (Now you’ve got that Springsteen song stuck
in your head!) Ultimately, that's what | love most about this play. Because for all the choices
made, this is a “family” of people who love each other and are just trying their best to get by,
and to do right by each other. And isn’t that really what we're all doing?

In West Texas, civilizations may not be seen for miles, but in the towns that are built there, pride runs
deep. Like in Lanesboro, this script shows how deeply citizens love their home and their way of life.
It's where they belong. The culture is rich with hospitality, tradition, independence, and community
connection. Neighbors are cherished like family. Yet, these community values can become strained as
industry begins to surge. Metropolitan areas flourish, causing small towns to shrink. The world keeps
"moving forward," which pushes small towns to do the same or eventually die.

Many towns in West Texas rely on oil, agriculture, and manufacturing to survive. So, when one of
these industries is hit, the whole town suffers. An example can be seen during the 2008 recession
when oil prices initially dropped, hitting the economies of these communities heavily. At the same
time, although the housing market may not have hit small towns as hard as major urban areas, they
still faced challenges of unemployment, foreclosure due to job loss, property values declining, and
more restrictions with financing.

Lone Star Spirits speaks to the concerns of how a town is slowly dying out, and a family cannot
agree on how to move forward. The Commonweal, residing in Lanesboro, has a wonderful capac-

ity to relate to the struggles these characters face. We as a community can empathize and explore
these challenges. Home is a cherished place, so small towns find ways to prosper. In the 1980’s when
Lanesboro struggled economically, the town found a way to bring about new life. The train tracks that
were no longer in use became the Root River Bike Trail. Additionally, the Lanesboro Art Council was
founded, and out of that grew the Commonweal Theatre Company, presenting this small-town story
to you today.
